o Andrew: Is the widening of the sidewalk between New Mexico and
Ward Circle part of this project and has that gotten approval?

o Josh: | will have to check on the status, but | will get this answer to
you.

o Andrew: It might be worth reaching out to DDOT, my impression
was that part of the delay was to make sure they could work with
AU about the slope in the area and that it may be good to do it at
the same time.
